Basis of preparation

The following qualification was reported in the financial statement for the year ended 30 June 2005 :-

“Included in land held for property development of the Group are a few pieces of freehold land (previously leasehold) and their related development costs with a total carrying costs of RM205,920,000. No professional valuation was performed on these properties to determine their recoverable amount. Accordingly, we are unable to ascertain whether impairment loss, if any, should be provided for.

In view of the above, we are also unable to form an opinion as to whether any impairment loss is necessary on the investment in the subsidiaries holding these lands. The carrying value in these subsidiaries amounted to RM178,958,000 at year end.”

(b) Current status of the matter giving rise to the qualification

Subsequent to the financial year ended 30 June 2005, no valuation was performed for the land and development costs included in land held for property development.

Review Of Performance For The Current Quarter And Financial Year-To-Date


The Group recorded higher revenue of RM14.49 million for the current quarter as compared with RM8.16 million for the corresponding period of the previous financial year, mainly due to improvement in progress work in property development.


The Group loss before taxation for the current quarter is RM5.97 million as compared to the Group loss before taxation of RM7.66 million for the corresponding period of the previous financial year, mainly due to lower interest expense of RM4.77 million in the current quarter as compared to RM6.35 million for the corresponding period of the previous financial year.

Explanatory Comments As Compared With The Immediate Preceding Quarter


For the current quarter, the Group recorded higher revenue of RM14.49 million as compared with RM10.79 million for the preceding quarter, mainly due to improvement in progress work in property development.
The Group loss before taxation for the current quarter is RM5.97 million as compared to the loss before taxation of RM0.86 million in the preceding quarter.

The higher Group loss before taxation for the current quarter as compared to the preceding quarter, is mainly due to principal and interest waiver which amounted to RM20.96 million from financial institutions, and the recognition of impairment loss and write off of the development expenditure totaling RM13.60 million that was recognised in the preceding quarter.

Due to the expected slower economic growth and the slower than expected sales of Group’s properties, the Board is of the opinion that the Group will continue to face a challenging and difficult period ahead.

SEREMBAN HIGH COURT WRIT OF SUMMONS NO. 22-18-2002

a) Further to the announcement made on 18 October 2002, the Company had on 11 February 2003 announced that, both Crimson Land Berhad and Crimson Properties Sdn Bhd were granted a further extension of time from 31 January 2003 to 10 February 2003 to enter Defence for their respective case.

Crimson Land Berhad and Crimson Properties Sdn Bhd both filed their Defence and Counterclaim for their respective case on 10 February 2003 and the same were served on the Solicitors of Malaysia Building Society Berhad.

b)
The Company had on 13 August 2004 announced that there is no new development on the above cases since the announcement made on 11 February 2003.

c)
The Company had on 6 January 2005 announced that the Seremban High Court has fixed the above mentioned cases for show cause on 15 March 2005.
d) The Company had on 18 March 2005 announced that the abovementioned cases fixed for show cause on 15 March 2005 had been adjourned for mention on 1 August 2005 by the Court.

e) The Company had on 3 August 2005 announced that the abovementioned cases fixed for show cause on 1 August 2005 had been further adjourned for mention on 9 January 2006 by the Court.

f) The Company had on 29 August 2005 announced that pursuant to the provision of the Settlement Agreement entered into by Crimson Land Bhd and four (4) of its wholly-owned subsidiary companies, namely, Crimson Properties Sdn Bhd, Holcom Sdn Bhd, Crimson Resort Sdn Bhd and Baris Bahagia Sdn Bhd with Malaysia Building Society Bhd on 23 June 2004 to restructure the debts amounting to RM36,014,191 owing by Crimson Group to Malaysia Building Society Bhd (“MBSB Debts”) as at 30 November 2001, a Notice of Discontinuance withdrawing our counterclaims against Malaysia Building Society Bhd in the above-mentioned suits without liberty to file fresh had been filed with the Seremban High Court on 26 August 2005.


The restructuring of the MBSB Debts was completed on 30 June 2005 with the issuance of RM43,070,000 nominal value of 2%, 6 to 10-year redeemable convertible secured loan stocks at 100% of the nominal value to MBSB on 30 June 2005.
