14. PERFORMANCE REVIEW

For the financial year ended 31 December 2005, the Group recorded turnover of RM72.9  million representing a rise of 121% from last year. The group has turnaround to churn out a pre-tax profit of RM5.5 million for the year, from a pre-tax loss of RM21.9 million in the previous year. Increase in property development activities undertaken by subsidiaries mainly attributed to the improvement.

15. COMMENTS ON MATERIAL CHANGE IN PROFIT BEFORE TAXATION

The Group’s turnover for the quarter under review increased by 30% to RM17.7 million from RM13.6 million posted in the immediate preceding quarter mainly due to income derived from a joint venture undertaken to develop a parcel of land in Kuantan. 

16. COMMENTARY ON PROSPECTS

The Directors are of the view that the overall performance of the Group will hinge substantially on the performance of the property development segment.

The Group will continue to place emphasis on development of low and medium cost housing projects. Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Board expects the results for the  Group will improve in the forthcoming year.
