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KUB Awarded TNB Contract 
 

Thursday, 15 September 2005 – KUB Malaysia Berhad (KUB), through its wholly-owned subsidiary, KUB Power Sdn Bhd (KUB Power) is pleased to announce that it has been awarded a contract by Tenaga Nasional Berhad (TNB), jointly with Siemens Malaysia Sdn Bhd.  The award for the supply, erect and commissioning of 500kV, 275kV switchgear, 750MVA 500/275kV transformer, ancillary equipment and associated civil works for PMU 500/275kV Bukit Tarik extension, is valued at RM63 million. 
 

In his statement to the media, Encik Izham Yusoff, Chief Executive Officer, KUB Malaysia Berhad said, “This project for TNB is expected to run for two years upon kick-off and will be completed in 2007.  This is the second contract won by KUB this year, the first being a similar project for the Kapar substation which was awarded in April 2005 valued at approximately RM28 million.”  
 

The Award for the design and building the 500kV/275kV Bukit Tarik extension is the first project for up to 500kV by KUB Power.  Four other contracts from TNB for up to 275kV substation include the Kapar; Huntsman Tioxide, Kemaman; Ulu Melaka, Langkawi and Bukit Mertajam; as well as KL East extensions.
