Basis of preparation

1. The Company adopted a policy of amortising the cost of patents and rights to the income statement over the estimated useful life of 10 years.  The auditors were unable to satisfy themselves as to the extent, if any, of the future economic benefits that may be obtained from the use of these patents and rights, and hence as to the appropriateness of their carrying value of RM3,000,000 as at 31 January 2004.

2.
As at 31 January 2004, the carrying value of investment in a subsidiary in the financial statements of the Company was stated at RM3,500,000 and the carrying value of related goodwill on consolidation arising from the investment in a subsidiary in the Group’s financial statements amounted to RM355,294. The auditors were unable to satisfy themselves as to whether the carrying value of the investment in the subsidiary and the goodwill on consolidation had been impaired since the subsidiary has been incurring continued losses. 

As at 30 April 2004, the carrying value of patents and rights stood at RM2,875,000.  The carrying values of investment in a subsidiary and related goodwill on consolidation arising from the investment in a subsidiary stood at RM3,500,000 and RM299,194 respectively.

Performance Review

The Group’s turnover for the first quarter of the financial year 2004 has dropped to RM9.7 million as compared to that of the corresponding quarter in 2003 of RM12.8 million. This was mainly due to the drop in phone card sales in which the Company has embarked on previously as part of Sugarbun’s objective to provide additional services and benefits to loyal customers especially those who are members of “Friend of Sugarbun” membership. However, a lot of non-traditional handphone shops have since sprung up everywhere selling these phone cards. Our switching to epay system to sell these phone cards instead of physical card also have affected our sales as most customers still prefer physical card. This invariably affecting our sales. Besides the higher turnover in the previous quarter was also attributable to the initial opening months of our “dance and grill” entertainment and food outlet in Kota Kinabalu, which as in the case of any other new entertainment outlets, have attracted a lot of customers.

17.
Comment on Material Change in Loss Before Taxation

As explained in para. 16 above, the drop in the Group’s turnover has invariably affected the overall loss before taxation of the Group from RM1.4 million in the first quarter of 2003 to that of RM2.1 million in 2004. Additionally, the Company has also incurred more initial expenses on its planned expansion and diversification exercises which are now underway.

Commentary on Prospects

The Board has reviewed the Group performance and results and barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board is optimistic that with the planned expansion and diversification exercise now underway, the Group should be able to achieve the desired results in the future.
