PMP is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Tanjong whilst Maxis Broadband is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Maxis Communications Berhad (“Maxis”).

ii.
Usaha Tegas Sdn Bhd (“UTSB”) is a major shareholder of Tanjong with an equity interests over 124,688,000 shares of 7.5 pence each representing 31.14% of the issued and paid-up share capital of Tanjong. Pacific States Investment Limited (“PSIL”), Excorp Holdings N.V. (“Excorp”), PanOcean Management Limied (“PanOcean”) and Ananda Krishnan Tatparanandam (“TAK”) are major shareholders of Tanjong by virtue of their deemed equity interests in UTSB.

iii.
UTSB, PSIL, Excorp and PanOcean are also major shareholders of Maxis by virtue of their deemed equity interests over 552,346,060 ordinary shares of RM0.10 each representing 22.45% of the shares capital of Maxis held by certain UTSB subsidiaries. PanOcean is the trustee of a discretionary trust, the beneficiaries of which are members of the family of TAK and foundations including those for charitable purposes.

TAK is a major shareholder of Maxis by virtue of the equity interests held by UTSB and as well as the equity interests held by certain companies controlled by him. He has a deemed interest over 779,456,803 ordinary shares of RM0.10 each in Maxis representing 31.68% of the share capital of Maxis. In addition, TAK is also a director of PanOcean, Excorp and UTSB.

Although TAK and PanOcean are deemed to have an interest in the shares in Tanjong and Maxis, they do not have any economic or beneficial interests over such shares as such interest is held subject to the terms of the discretionary trust.

vi.
Tan Poh Ching (“TPC”) and Augustus Ralph Marshall (“RM”) who are Non-Executive Director and Executive Director of Tanjong respectively, are also directors of Maxis and UTSB. TPC and RM has a 0.042% direct and 0.129% indirect equity interests in Tanjong representing 170,000 and 520,000 shares of 7.5 pence each respectively. In addition, TPC holds options over 350,000 unissued shares of 7.5 pence each in Tanjong pursuant to the Tanjong Public Limited Company Employees Shares Option Scheme No. 2.

TPC and RM each has a direct equity interest over 500,000 ordinary shares of RM0.10 each in Maxis representing 0.0203% of the share capital of Maxis, held through nominees.

viii.
Persons connected (viz wife and child) to Khoo Teik Chooi (“KTC”), a director of Tanjong, hold an aggregate of 12,000 shares in Maxis. Ooi Boon Leong, a director of Tanjong in the preceding 12 months before the terms of the transaction were agreed upon, is also a director of PanOcean. His equity interests in Tanjong comprise of 20,000 shares of 7.5 pence each representing 0.005%, held through a nominee and 117,483 shares of 7.5 pence each representing 0.029% arising from his deemed interests in Dagang Sari Sdn Bhd. He also has a direct equity interests over 232,000 ordinary shares of RM0.10 each representing 0.009% in Maxis.

Khoo Teng Bin (“KTB”), a major shareholder of Tanjong with a direct equity interests over 180,000 shares of 7.5 pence each representing 0.044% of the issued and paid-up capital of Tanjong and an indirect equity interests of 7.58% representing 30,356,320 shares of 7.5 pence each in Tanjong arises from his deemed equity interests in Ultimate Corporation Sdn Bhd, a major shareholder of Tanjong, has a direct equity interests over 500,000 ordinary shares of RM0.10 each in Maxis representing 0.0203% of the share capital of Maxis. He is also a director of UTSB and was a director of Maxis within the 12 months preceding the date on which the terms of the transactions are to be agreed upon.

CCB has a direct equity interests over 500,000 ordinary shares of RM0.10 each representing 0.0203% of the share capital of Maxis. CCB does not have any equity interest in UTSB or in Tanjong.

Tarcisio Manguiat Medalla (“Tarsi”), a director of a subsidiary of Tanjong is also a director of PSIL and Excorp, the major shareholders of Tanjong and Maxis. Tarsi does not have any equity interest in UTSB, Tanjong or Maxis.

MAI is ultimately controlled by TAK via his direct equity interests of 99.9%.

UTSB is a major shareholder of Tanjong with an equity interests over 124,688,000 shares of 7.5 pence each representing 31.14% of the issued and paid-up share capital of Tanjong.

iii.
PSIL, Excorp, PanOcean and TAK are major shareholders of Tanjong by virtue of their equity interests in UTSB. PanOcean is the trustee of a discretionary trust, the beneficiaries of which are members of the family of TAK and foundations including those for charitable purposes and as such it does not have any economic or beneficial interest in the shares.  Although TAK is deemed to have an interest in the shares, he does not have any economic and beneficial interest in the shares since such interest is held subject to the terms of the discretionary trust.  In addition, TAK is a director of PanOcean, Excorp and UTSB.

iv.
UTSB, PSIL, Excorp and PanOcean are also deemed major shareholders of MBNS via their deemed equity interests over 479,619,973 ordinary shares of 10 pence each (“Astro shares”) representing 25% in Astro held through several companies whereas TAK, who was also a director of AAANL within the 12 months preceding the date on which the terms of the transaction are to be agreed upon, is a major shareholder of MBNS via his deemed equity interests over 819,082,908 Astro shares representing 42.69% in Astro, held through several companies.  Of these interests, TAK has no economic or beneficial interest over 25% of the shares held via PanOcean. 

v. TPC and RM who are Non-Executive Director and Executive Director of Tanjong respectively, are also directors of AAANL and UTSB. RM is a director of MBNS while TPC was a director of MBNS within the 12 months preceding the date on which the terms of the transactions are to be agreed upon.  RM is also the Chief Executive Officer of MBNS and AAANL. TPC and RM each holds 0.042% direct and 0.129% indirect equity interests representing 170,000 and 520,000 shares of 7.5 pence each in Tanjong respectively. In addition, TPC holds options over 350,000 unissued shares of 7.5 pence each in Tanjong pursuant to the Tanjong Public Limited Company’s Employees’ Share Option Scheme No. 2. RM also sits on the Board of PMP. TPC and RM do not have any equity interest in UTSB, AAANL or MBNS. 

vi. TPC and RM are also directors of Astro. In addition, RM is also the Deputy Chairman and the Group Chief Executive Officer of Astro. TPC and RM each has an equity interests over 500,000 and 1,000,000 Astro shares representing 0.03% and 0.05% of the share capital of Astro held through nominees respectively. In addition, RM holds 1,000,000 (1st grant) and 498,800 (2nd grant) options over unissued shares of 10 pence each in Astro pursuant to the Astro’s 2003 Employee Share Option Scheme and 1,500,000 options over unissued shares in Astro pursuant to the 2003 Management Share Incentive Scheme.

MBNS is a person connected to UTSB, PSIL, Excorp and PanOcean by virtue of these major shareholders being entitled to control the exercise of not less than 25% of the voting shares of MBNS via Astro.

KTB is a major shareholder of Tanjong via his direct  equity interest of 0.044% and an indirect equity interests of 7.58%, arises from his deemed equity interests of 100% (via Tegas Cipta Sdn Bhd) in Ultimate Corporation Sdn Bhd, a major shareholder of Tanjong. KTB has a direct equity interest over 297,500 Astro shares representing 0.0155% of the share capital of Astro. KTB is also a director of UTSB. KTB does not have any equity interest in UTSB, AAANL or MBSN.
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
